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Legislative Update...

Endorsed by the Medina PTSA

EHJR 4204, a referendum to allow school levies to pass with a simple ma-
jority, will be on the November 6 ballot.

Questions & Answers 6 EHJR 4204

How does Washingtonds current SCarfemtly locallséhaollevissy st em wc
must receive both a 60% supermajority approval and meet the 40% validation requirement to
pass.

What would EHJR 4204 do? EHJR 4204 would amend the Washington State Constitution

and would provide that a simple majority of voters (50% + 1) could authorize local school dis-

trict levies. The amendment also removes the 40% election validation requirement for levy elec-
tions. It does NOT apply to school bond elections. EHIR 4204 will be on the November 6  t bal-
lot.

What do school levies pay for? Local levies support school needs. In our District, the levies

help support educational programs, day -to-day school operations and extras not covered by

state funding, such as the seven -period day in middle and high schools, more teachers than the

state funds, gifted and special education programs beyond what the state funds, Our levy pays

for 19 percent of the Districtbds operating budget.

What happens i f school Ldviesunisame schoolmistricts iparedaile?d be-
cause they did not meet the supermajority requirement. Levy failures can result in budget cuts,
which require program cuts, staff and/or teacher layoffs, and other disruptions. Elections cost
money. If school districts need to run a subsequent election for the same levy, it will take
money away from educational programs.

Do all types of levies require a supermajority to pass? No, they do not. Regular tax lev-
ies do not require supermajority approval. Public hospital districts, metropolitan park districts,
and other taxing jurisdictions can pass levies to operate hospitals, parks, and other facilities

with a simple majority vote. School districts are held to the supermajority standard to pass a
local levy.

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PREVENTING BULLYING

As soon as children begin to interact with others, we can begin to teach them not
to be bullies and not to be bullied. We can give them words for their feelings, limit
and change their behavior and teach them better ways to express their feelings
and wishes. Children do not learn to solve these kinds of problems and get

along by themselves. We need to teach them

When preschoolers begin to call people names or use unkind words, intervene im-
mediately and consistently. In kindergarten children learn the power of exclusion.
We begin to hear things like, "She's not my friend and she can't come to my
party." Respond with, "You don't have to be friends with her today, but it's not all
right to make her feel bad by telling her she can't come to your party.”

In the early elementary grades, cliques and little groups develop which can be
quite exclusionary and cruel. Children need to hear clearly from us, "It's not all
right to treat other people this way. How do you think she feels being told she
can't play with you? Kids don't have to play with everyone or even like everyone,
but they can't be cruel about excluding others.

Boys who are physically small or weak are more prone to victimization. Making
fun, picking on and other forms of bullying need to be identified in their earliest
stages. The message needs to be crystal clear: This is not okay. Think about how
he must feel. How could you include him and let other kids know its not all right

to treat others this way?

Children who are not bullies or victims have a powerful role to play in shaping

the behavior of other children. Teach your children to speak up on behalf of
children being bullied. "Don't treat her that way, it's not nice." "Hitting is not a
good way to solve problems, let's find a teacher and talk about what happened.”
