PDC operates independently of all other boards and committees, with a general focus on academic initiatives spanning multiple academic years and supplementing those of the Board and administration.  

The PDC has already met this year, and among other initiatives is working to expand the BSD newly adopted literacy program with an associated technology curriculum plus looking at initiatives to enhance other student learning through technology.  The PDC plans to refine the Medina Elementary Strategic Plan once the BSD Strategic Plan is complete in November.
