The College Bound Scholarship Program will provide college tuition, fees and books for students who sign a pledge in 7th or 8th grade promising to graduate from high school with at least a 2.0 grade point average and demonstrate good citizenship.  Their family income must also remain at 65 percent or less of the state's median income by the time of high school graduation to permit a scholarship award.  More than 56,000 Washington students potentially eligible for this scholarship.
