Bellevue Parks Yes!  
 
The Bellevue PTSA Council voted to endorse the Bellevue Parks YES! campaign because:  we live in a beautiful city with great parks and recreational facilities, and we need to keep them vibrant and add new ones to keep pace with our growing needs. Proposition 1 from the City of Bellevue was put on the ballot with the full support of all city council members and past mayors.  This replacement levy will actually cost a few cents less per $1000 of assessed home value (12 cents vs. 17 cents) from the levy it is replacing, and only cost the average family about $6.00 per month. That is a real bargain for the benefits we all get from our parks, even in these dire economic times. And a great thing is that our parks are a no cost option to spend quality time with our children and friends now and in the future.  
 
What we need from all parents and all community members is for you to vote for this proposition on November 4. It will be at the end of the ballot so please look for it and check yes to keep Bellevue as "The City in a Park."
